Oberammergau and Alrewas MU

"Our little group of nine stayed a little way
out of Oberammergau up in the foothills it
was so pretty with the cow bell's tinkling
and the very green meadows. The place was
called Bad Kohlgrub the houses were tradi-
tional with flower decked balconies. Our
landlady was a grown up version of Heidi.
She was a wonderfully friendly young lady
Michaela. Her guest house was lovely with a
tiered garden and she owned a meadow .
She told us on the Saturday morning at
breakfast after we had seen the play that
the camel had grazed in her meadow.

She was on her own having lost her Father
in 2007 and her Mother was in a nursing
home, but we told her she was organized
She had not heard of this word before and
when Steve our driver came to pick us up
again she told him with glee that she was
organized!

It was such a haven of peace and quiet after
the large audience entering and leaving the
theatre. Our lunch was taken further up the
village of Bad Kohlgrub in a traditional res-
taurant that catered for the visitors, We had
luncheon vouchers, but it was not at all
rushed and the food was delicious we had
fish Perch cooked in a sauce unbelievably
yummy, this is just my take on our wonder-
ful stay in and around Oberammergau add-
ing to a memorable time."

I was also on the Civic Society trip to the

Memorial Arboretum at Alrewas in mid-
August this is always a memorable and
sad time I wanted to find the name of a
particular young soldier who had been
born and raised locally to me Danial
Probyn who was killed in Afghanistan in
2007 aged 22years, This was made pos-
sible by asking at reception where they
can check on the computor and give you
directions in order to do so; in the foyer
there are now buckets of silk poppy
posies thus armed my cousin and I
found Danial's name and I laid the flow-
ers and of cause bowed my head in
grateful thanks of his bravery and ex-
treme sacrifice it was something tan-
gable and I have since been able to
donate to the British Legion fund inorder
to pay for a plaque to be placed in his
memory in Stevens Park Quarry Bank
where he was raised as a younster. The
day was absolutely memorable because
it also was the anniversary of the victory
over Japan and there were several
sevices taking place around the Burma
memorials with really ancient survivors
of the prison camps of the Burma and
Sumatran railway atrocities including the
seige of Singapore. If you have never
been to the National Memorial Arbore-
tum at Alrewas it is a pilgrimage that is
very worthwhile.

Explorations in Theology 1

On the library shelf:

If, in today’s children’s court, a social worker
was giving evidence that a mother had said
to the child in question ‘*Oh! For goodness
sake get out from under my feet. Why don't
you go and play?’ it could well be taken as
evidence of serious neglect. Yet hearing that
is one of my most endearing early memories
of my adored mother. And I defy anyone to
say that she neglected any of the six of us!!

This obvious example of change over time is
what historians call ‘generational bias’. The
difficulty with any analysis or commentary
about the past is that the commentator can
only review the evidence in the light of his or
her personal prejudices. Because the re-
viewer cannot ‘in principle’ think like the
original recorder the review can never relia-
bly get at what was meant by the original
text.

This problem is particularly important when it
comes to thinking about what the bible says.
The theologian Dennis Nineham addresses
this in his book.

Dennis Nineham is a well known academic
theologian. In 1977, when this book was
published, he was Warden of Keble College
Oxford. It is a set of lectures and sermons
that he gave on subjects as diverse as ‘The
Order in Mark'’ to ‘The Use of the Bible in
Modern Theology.’ It is no good saying that
these subjects are easy. They are not. But
Dennis Nineham is a born teacher and the
complexities are explained in simple, under-
standable and direct prose.

The problem is, if it is impossible for us even
in principle to know what the authors really
meant, can the bible offer us any reliable
guidance as to how to live our lives? We
might read one thing. But the author might
have meant something completely different!

One answer is, of course, easy, it is to be-
lieve that the bible is dictated by God and so

cannot make mistakes. But the trouble
with this solution is that we are still left
with very mixed messages. This is be-
cause the bible often contradicts itself.
Slaughter of ones enemies is advocated in
one place, forbearance in another. One
can be selective, but doesn't this mean
that large chunks of the bible are dis-
carded as irrelevant? And, if you pick and
choose, is not an alternative, such as the
Koran, just as likely to be right?

One way of dealing with this problem is
to accept that the message does need to
be interpreted if it is to be relevant today.
The Jewish faith, particularly the reform
side does this. The saying ‘The Torah (or
rules of living) is the interpretation of the
Torah' is very well known.

The danger here is, if you look at it this
way rigorously there is a real possibility
that ‘anything goes'.

What might be a sensible compromise to
put forward? Nineham discusses this in
his later essays and comes to the conclu-
sion that it is up to us. We have to do the
interpreting. I would put it this way. If
God loves us, this universal spirit has
allowed us to be free to look at the life
his incarnate son lived in whatever way
we want. It is our responsibility to decide
how to take it. This is true whether we
are Buddhists, Imams, Hindus, orthodox
Jews, Creationists, Humanists, Christian
Fathers of the Church, Schoolmen, renais-
sance men, men of the enlightenment,
nineteenth century academics, Popes,
Greek Orthodox bishops, our David, or
even you and me. We all see Jesus
through different eyes as criminal,
prophet, Son of God, just another man.
For myself I see it as love incarnate and,
for me that is enough. PLW
